Fermanagh is blessed with all the key ingredients of a perfect
holiday destination, attracting ever increasing numbers of
visitors each year, all of whom are keen to exploit everything
that the county has to offer.

Fermanagh is approximately 730 square miles in size, and

is made up of a number of tidy, well kept towns and villages,
which all add to the character of the region. Enniskillen, the
main town in Fermanagh is the focal point of the County.
Attractions there include Enniskillen Castle and museum
and the numerous shops, pubs and restaurants.

The Erneside Shopping Centre is within easy reach and
offers an excellent opportunity for shopping with many

of the big name retail outlets available.

Other worthy attractions include the two magnificent
National Trust stately homes at Castle Coole and Florence
Court. The town of Belleek. famous for its pottery and
excellent visitor centre is located 5 miles away from

Water's Edge. on the north/south border and attracts many
local and international visitors throughout the year. The Marble
Arch Caves at the Florencecourt Nature Reserve is a
fascinating attraction, with tours of the underground rivers,
caves and passages running frequently.

By far the single biggest attraction in the Fermanagh region

is the Fermanagh Lakelands; without doubt the most beautiful
and scenic waterway within the whole of Ireland. Rising from
the River Shannon in Lough Gowna, Co. Longford and running
all the way through the midlands of Ireland to Upper and
Lower Lough Erne. the Shannon Erne Waterway terminates
when it meets the Atlantic Ocean at Donegal Bay. making it
the longest navigable inland waterway in Europe.
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Lough Erne is steeped in folklore and
tradition dating back to early Christians
and the area has many ancient ruins and
graves. Much early carving used circular
spirals which was the original decorative
element in early Celtic art and had
significant symbolism - rebirth and death
is symbolised in the ever-changing
directional flow of the spiral. These spirals
are echoed in the ripples which identify
Water's Edge as a unique development.






IN SPLENDID ISOLATION

This is the only phrase that can truly describe the location
of Water's Edge.

Access to Water's Edge from east Fermanagh is via

Boa Island. Ireland’s largest inland island. The history of
mystical Boa Island can be traced back to the Iron Age
Celts, some 800 years BC. Their most famous legacy.
the iconic two faced stone ‘Janus’ figures can still be
seen today on the island.

The nearby Castle Caldwell Forest Park, including the
original castle, conservation forest and bird sanctuaries
make for a beautiful, scenic walk.

The fiddlers stone’ at its entrance commemorates
Denis McCabe, the fiddler who drowned in the

Lough during the 1700's. The inscription reads as a
stark warning to those who sail with too much whiskey
on board!

On the other side of the Lough from Water's Edge, the
viewpoint at Lough Navar Forest offers breathtaking
views over the waters towards the Atlantic, Donegal and
the Sperrin Mountains. It offers an excellent perspective
of the sheer beauty of Lough Erne and the haven of
nature surrounding Water's Edge. This has been echoed
by famous Ballyshannon poet, William Allingham, in his
well known verse of “The Winding Banks of Erne’

A REWARDING LOCATION TO EXPLORE

Every conceivable water sport and recreation is possible
within Fermanagh and its shores. The waterways are used
extensively for sailing by well equipped cabin cruisers,
which are available for hire during the summer months
and these are well served by numerous public jetties,
small marinas and waterside shops.

Castle Archdale Country Park at Lisnarick is worthy of
special mention. Comprising 230 acres of outstanding
parkland on the shores of Lower Lough Erne, Castle
Archdale offers every opportunity to enjoy the Fermanagh
countryside. As well as the marina, generous waterside

facilities, the caravan park with caravans for hire and
licensed bar and restaurant, features within the Park
include a nature trail and wildflower meadow, wildfowl
ponds. red deer enclosure and a butterfly garden.

Anglers are well catered for in Fermanagh, otherwise known
as ‘the fishermans county. Lough Erne, essentially a large
limestone lake, is world renowned for its excellent fishing
shores suitable for both coarse and game angling, which
are a perfect haven for pike, perch, roach and bream. Lower
Lough Erne in particular is most famous for its Ferox Trout.
The mayfly season is without doubt one of the busiest
